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PURPOSE STATEMENT:
Over the last 30 years the world has been grappling with the implementation of the ideals of sustainable development. Since the inception of sustainable development as an alternative development across the globe, there has always been a debate about what path to take to move towards sustainability. The purpose of this subject is to deepen the notion of sustainable development as basis for a sound environmental management practices. A discussion at this level will thus allow us to explore key concepts and principles embedded in the concept of sustainable development. This will lead us to further discuss the commitment of the business sector in internalising the environmental and social concerns of business by means of social corporate responsibility. The subject will further equip students on a range of environmental deliberations such as climate change adaptation, and air pollution and waste management. The module is thus designed to enable the students to develop holistic and systematic thinking in dealing with contemporary environmental issues as an entry point to actively participate in environmental decision making. 

SUBJECT CONTENT:
1. Sustainable Development
2. Business and the Environment: Social Coorporate Responsibility
3. Transformation to a Sustainable Future
4. Environmental Partnership
5. Climate Change and adaptation programmes
6. Global Warming and Sea Level Rise

ARRANGEMENTS:

* The student should be able to know, understand and have insight pertaining to   
   environmental systems, particular environmental features and impacts of human 
   activities on these natural assets.

* Identify and solve problems and make decisions using critical and creative thinking.
* Organise and manage themselves and their activities responsibly and effectively.
* Communicate effectively using visual, symbolic, and/or language skills in various 
   modes.
* Use science and technology effectively and critically, showing responsibility towards  
   the environment and the health of others.
* Demonstrate an understanding of the world as a set of related systems by 
  recognising that problem solving contexts do not exist in isolation.
